General tips from the PoT Guidelines: 

• Keep to starboard (right hand) side of the channel 

• Proceed at a safe speed with due regard  to the 

conditions and traffic 

• Wear a suitable life jacket or buoyancy aid (rowers 

normally exempt) 

• Respect other users’ right to lawful navigation 

Passing approaching craft:  Keeping to the correct side of the 

river is the basic safeguard against collision.  But if you have to 

pass closeby another boat going in the opposite direction for 

any reason, then both craft should steer to starboard with the 

boats passing port to port . 
 

STARBOARD  Right side facing forwards (e.g. for a cox), left 

(green) side for rowers; also called bowside 
 

PORT  Left side facing forwards (e.g. for a cox), right  

(red) side for rowers; also called strokeside
